I am writing to request information regarding response information from Tri-State
Ambulance. Specifically I am requesting the 911 response data for January through April of
2008 and June through September 2008. Information was previously supplied to Mayor
Johnsrud by Tri-State Ambulance for the month of May 2008. Iam requesting the information
in my request to be in the same format as May’s information with the following additional
information. I would respectfully request the patient’s name, reason for dispatch and the
destination hospital that the patient was transported to.

Regarding the request for the additional information, Attorney General J.B. Van Holland
issued an Attorney General’s opinion dated September 27, 2007 (Opinion 1-03-07) stating the
ambulance services can release the following information to a requester without violation of
federal HIPPA guidelines. The information that can be released is the patient’s name, age,
gender, date of call, dispatch and response times of the ambulance, reason for dispatch, location
of the call, destination of the patient, and the names of the emergency medical technicians
involved. I can provide a copy of the opinion should you desire it.

I am also requesting the audio tape of the call for an ambulance on the morning of May
11, 2008, at 0226 hours, to 3™ and Pearl Sts. In your email response of June 4, 2008 you
indicated that the information would be available once Tri-State Ambulance authorizes the
request. I am asking that Tri-State authorize the release of the audio tape regarding this call.

If you are at all unclear about what information I am requesting I would ask that you
contact me for any clarification. Thank you in advance for your assistance.
